Ride tickets are $1 per ticket, $20 for 22 tickets and $50 for 

55 tickets. All rides require more than one ticket. Parking is $3. ATM machines are located on 

the midway.

Road) and go west. Go approximately five miles until Windy Hill Road dead ends and turn 

left on Austell Road. Turn right on Callaway Road. Jim R. Miller Park is on the right.
